Program (led by Tong Hui Qi)

What was even more astounding was
that these students always looked on the
bright side and always had an optimistic
perspective. Whenever they talked about
the earthquake and its effects on their life,
they would say how some other students
or families suffered far worse. None of
them would ever say their own situation
was horrific. Additionally, it was so
touching to see the different students
growing out of their shell and gradually
getting acquainted with the various
students in the program.

It was extremely sad on the last day
when the students began to return to
their lives and how every Sichuan
student wanted to remain in touch with
each other. | hope that these friendships
will last forever. | hope that these
students can flourish in every endeavor
as every one of them deserves a great
future. The humility and sincerity are
overwhelming and powerful. | will forever

remember this experience. Thank you to
all the parents and students who helped
create this experience.

Steven Zheng:

This activity was not a typical charity
activity. Instead of raising money for the
victims of the Beichuan earthquake, we
intended to provide social support to our
friends. We weren't the shining knights
riding in on white steeds to save the
day—we were all on the same level,
interacting and talking as if we had been
friends for a long time. The conversations,
the laughter, the food, the dancing, all of
it contributed towards a larger concept of
mental rejuvenation.
